Note: Wood is ok in Bins — Painted wood is ok
Upon REMOVAL of Bins - lids must be Completely Closed- Bin must be in same place as it was for

delivery
The bin should not be heavier than 500 pounds. Rule of thumb: if the bin CANNOT be moved by 1

person, likely it weighs more than 500 pounds.
